Assistant Coach

Assistant coaches men and women who aid our Head Coach. They are required to skate. They are knowledgeable in the WFTDA’s skill requirements, and attend practice regularly. They may work one on one with skaters, or lead the entire group. They are responsible for skill assessment, skill sharing with other leagues, and developing new drills.

Time Requirement: Large (2-4 hours per week minimum, special workshops for coaches)

Referee

Referees are men and women who are comfortable on skates, or willing to learn. They attend practice regularly to improve their skills. They are responsible for learning the rules of Flat Track Roller Derby. They are also responsible for learning the hand signals to call a game correctly. At practice, they also assist the coaches.

Time Requirement: Large (2-4 hours per week minimum, special workshops for referees)

Cheerleaders

Cheerleaders are men who are willing to make asses of themselves on roller skates during our bouts. They will organize their own routines, and are welcome at our practices to get more comfortable on skates. They are also responsible for designing their own uniforms, although the league will purchase them.

Time Requirement: Small (cheerleading practice once before each bout)

Medical Volunteer

Medical volunteers are people who already work in the medical field. We are specifically looking for paramedics, nurses, doctors, chiropractors, and massage therapists. We are also looking for volunteers who are willing to take First Aid and CPR classes through the Red Cross. We need medical volunteers for both bouts and practices.

Time Requirement: Large (2-4 hours per week, special classes through Red Cross)

Photographer

Photographers would be responsible for publicity shots, promotional material photography, as well as photographing practices, events, and bouts. We would also occasionally have special projects that may require photography.

Time Requirement: Medium (special assignments arranged in advance)

Artist

We will need artistic men and women to help design the promotional material for every bout, fundraising event, scrimmage, etc. that we do. We need every single kind of artist. We also need people who are comfortable making things to help us with special projects like parade floats or carnival games.

Time Requirement: Small (special assignments arranged in advance)

Construction

We need construction-minded men and women to help build special projects throughout the season.

Time Requirement: Small (special assignments arranged in advance)

Special Talent Volunteer

We need men and women of all different skills to donate their time to the derby. If you have a special skill like bartending, makeup artistry, or you are seamstress, for instance, we can definitely carve a place for you in our league. Please contact our Volunteer Coordinator and let them know about your special skill.

Time Requirement: Small (special assignments arranged in advance)

Scorekeepers

Scorekeepers are men and women knowledgeable in WFTDA rules, who keep score at our bouts. They also keep track of individually scored points, and team overall standings.

Time Requirement: Small (bouts, workshops for scorekeepers)

Announcer

Announcers are men and women who are confident and colorful, knowledgeable in WFTDA rules, and comfortable calling the roller derby match. An announcer sets the tone of the match, so you need to have a fantastic personality.  

Time Requirement: Small (bouts, workshops for announcers)

DJ

We need someone with awesome eclectic taste in music to arrange what is played at our bouts. This includes coordinating music with team entrances, cheerleading routines, and half time performances.

Time Requirement: Medium (bouts, meeting with event coordinator to approve music)

Merchandise Table

Merch representatives are trustworthy men and women who we entrust with the duty of selling our merchandise during bouts. They must agree to be sober, since they are handling large amounts of money. They must also be friendly, and knowledgeable about pricing, and the merchandise itself.

Time Requirement: Medium (bouts, reading information provided by Merchandise Coordinator)

Refreshment Stand

The refreshment stand at our bouts may need to be manned by men and women who do not work for the facility. We need friendly people who can take orders and fill them in a timely fashion.

Time Requirement: Small (bouts)

Street Team

We need men and women who want to get the word out about roller derby. Each member would be responsible for hanging up flyers for our fundraisers, events, and bouts.

Time Requirement: Small ( >1 hour before each event)

Online Street Team

We need men and women to post about our events online. Whether it’s on a message board, using Myspace to post a bulletin or invite your friends to an event, or writing it up in our blog, we need your help to make sure every event is well attended! 

Time Requirement: Small ( >30 minutes per event)

Word of Mouth Campaign

We need men and women constantly talking about roller derby to anybody who will listen. Make sure your friends, family, fellow workers, neighbors, anybody and everybody knows you are involved in roller derby, knows we are recruiting, and knows about the events we are throwing. Carry a few business cards around at all times to hand out to random people you have conversations about derby with. Take pride in the league you are helping to grow. Make sure to call it “your” league, because it is!

Time Requirement: Small (most of us do this anyway)

Committee Volunteer

In our league, committees are not closed to non-skaters. We invite anyone who has an interest to be actively involved in the decision making process of this league.

Time Requirement: Large (1 committee meeting per week, 1 league meeting per month)

Babysitter

We are looking for volunteers of all ages who like children. An excellent recruiting strategy is to offer babysitting services to mothers who would otherwise not be able to commit to skating. Babysitters attend practices regularly and tend to children at the practice space. Babysitters are compensated for their time by the parents of these children.

Time Requirement: Medium (rotating practice schedule depending on availability and need)

Practice DJ

We need someone to make awesome mixes for us to skate to during practice.

Time Requirement: Small (however long it takes you to make a skate mix)
